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What a difference a year makes! The Boys & Girls Club of Hunt-
ington finished 2009 heading in a positive direction. The Club had 
run its most successful annual fund-raising campaign and ended 
the year with total income of $284,000. The Club had two full-
time, salaried employees and a number of part-time employees 
and volunteers. Early in 2010, the Club learned it had received 
21st Century Learning Center grant, which almost doubled the
